The abstract must indicate the objectives, methodology, significant results,
implications, and critical references.
The extended abstracts/full papers will be scrutinized and finalized by the editorial
committee. 
The criteria for evaluation by the reviewers are based on relevance, methodology, and
originality. 
It must include the author's name (s), affiliation (s), full postal address, email ID,
mobile number, and the paper's title on the front page.
The extended abstract/full paper  must be submitted through email at
events.dms@jmi.ac.in
Contributors who are unable to travel to India would be accommodated through
videoconferencing.
