Beyond her role as a political reporter and analyst, she follows issues of identity and
culture. She is the author of the book Good-Faith (2013).

Shankar Raghuraman is Associate Editor with the Times of India. A leading political
commentator, he is the co-author of the book A Time of Coalitions: Divided we Stand
(2004).

Dipankar Gupta is Distinguished Professor and Director, Centre of Political Affairs and
Critical Theory, Shiv Nadar University.
