UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA AND THE SCHOOL OF PUBLIC HEALTH,
MINNEAPOLIS, USA.

The University of Minnesota was founded as a preparatory school in 1851, seven years before the
territory of Minnesota became a state. Financial problems forced the school to close during the Civil
War, but with the help of Minneapolis entrepreneur John Sargent Pillsbury, it reopened in1867. Known
as the father of the University, Pillsbury, who was a University regent, state senator, and governor, used
his influence to establish the school as the official recipient of public support from the Morrill Land-
Grant Act, designating it as Minnesota's land-grant university. William Watts Folwell was inaugurated
as the first president of the University on December 22, 1869. In 1873, two students received the first
Bachelor of Arts degrees. In 1888, the first Doctor of Philosophy degree was awarded. The Duluth
campus joined the University in 1947; the Morris campus opened in 1960, and the Crookston campus in
1966, and the Rochester campus in 2006. The mission of the School of Public Health is to preserve and
enhance the health of the public through education, research, and service programs designed to discover
and transmit new knowledge aimed at the prevention of disease and disability, the improvement of
health, and the planning, analysis, management, evaluation, and improvement of systems for the
delivery of health services. Our school was founded in 1944, although public health courses have been
offered at the University of Minnesota since its inception. They consistently rank among the top schools
of public health in the country. Through our education, research, and community outreach, we focus on
improving the health of populations. We emphasize prevention of illness and injury, and we look at
health through a multi-faceted prism that includes physiology, the environment, communities,
economics, and public policy.
