Prof CP Chandrasekhar delivered web talk on ‘Sri Lankan Economic Crisis: Lessons for

The Department of Economics, Jamia Millia Islamia organised a webinar on ‘Sri Lankan
Economic Crisis: Lessons for other Developing Countries’ on 28t April, 2022 at 11.30
AM. The webinar was organised to make young students and scholars aware of the havoc
caused by this crisis for Sri Lanka in particular and other neighbouring nations in
general. The speaker of the webinar was Prof. C.P. Chandrasekhar, Renowned Economist
and Former Professor, CESP, Jawaharlal Nehru University, said the department in a

statement.

Prof. Asheref Illiyan, HoD, Department of Economics, inaugurated the event by briefly
introducing the speaker and thanking him for agreeing to deliver lecture on a topic

crucial in contemporary times.

The speaker, Prof. Chandrasekhar, commenced the session by describing the nature and
cause of this crisis. The inability of the Sri Lankan economy to generate the adequate
foreign exchange reserves due to the excessive import restrictions resulted in its major
breakdown. As a consequence, the economy witnessed the situation of stagflation, that
is, a combination of stagnant output and rising prices. Another reason for this crisis is
the overdependence on production of primary commodities (rice, tea) while ignoring the

others, interalia

The way forward to deal with this crisis involves a strategic course of action: Firstly, the
economy must have a sound and resilient infrastructure in place. Secondly, the economy
must invest in activities enhancing the foreign exchange reserves. As proposed in the
World Bank Report (1993), this could be done by devaluing the domestic currency which
would enable increase in exports and reduction in imports in the long run. Thirdly,
emphasis on diversification of agriculture is the need of the hour to overcome this crisis.
He further said that India and China have vested their strategic interest in Sri Lanka due
to which the repercussions of this crisis were faced by both these economies. The
aftermath of this crisis witnessed immense competition between these economies. Thus,
the crisis has severely impacted Sri Lanka and its neighbouring nations in bits and

pieces.

The session was followed by a Q&A and feedback session by the students and scholars.
The session ended with concluding remarks and the vote of thanks proposed by Dr

Bathula Srinivasu, Associate Professor, Department of Economics.

Prof. Ramana Murthy, commenced the lecture by sharing insights on the reasons which have shaped the Russia-
Ukraine war. Russia being an industrial economy and Ukraine being a agrarian economy, posit huge variations in
their basic economic composition. Secondly, Soviet Union has a long history of adversity and enmity. The Russian
economy had transited to capitalism on the advice of great institutions such as the IMF. This capitalist nature has led
to the political instability in Russia, thereby weakening the Russian economy. Thirdly, Russia has been perceived as a
threat to American society. Thus, to overcome this fear of Russian dominance, America too, has contributed to the
occurrences shaping the war. Further, the urge to join NATO by Ukraine would further create instability in the

economy, thereby worsening the present scenario.

He further explained the overarching economic consequences of this inevitable war. Firstly, numerous sanctions have
been imposed on the Russian petroleum gas which forms a crucial part of the major world economies. Secondly,
Russia forms a major trading partner of the world. The dependence of nations on the Russian economy for coal and
other substances has been severely impacted in the post post-war era, thereby, disrupting the trade balance
negatively.

Prof. Murthy concluded his lecture by saying that the US Dollar monopoly may be challenged in coming times as
many countries are moving away from US Dollar and he predicted that it will be good for the world. The US itself is

making this process quicker.

The lecture was followed by a question and answers by the faculty, scholars and students. The lecture ended with the

vote of thanks by Ms. Anam.

Nobel Laureate Prof. Mohammad Yonus delivers lecture at
JMI

Prof. Mohammad Yonus, Nobel Laureate and founder of
Bangladesh Grameen Bank delivered the inaugural lecture
(Online) of the Nobel Laureate Lecture Series being organised by
the Department of Economics, Jamia Millia Islamia (JMI) on 6 th

February, 2023.
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The Programme started with the introductory address by Prof.
Asheref llliyan HoD Department of Economics, JMI. He warmly
welcomed the guests and participants from India and abroad. He
highlighted that it is a historic and memorable day as we have
been able to fulfil the long cherished dream of inviting a Nobel
Laureate to the Department.

Prof. Najma Akhtar, Vice Chancellor, JMI in her presidential
remarks highlighted the university’s recent achievements in
getting NAAC A++ grade and emerging as the 3 rd top
university in India (NIRF, 2022). She complimented the
Department of Economics for bringing such luminaries to Jamia
and organising innovative programmes. Prof. Najma Akhtar also
stressed the importance and relevance of the work that Prof.
Mohammad Yonus has done in the field of microfinance,
microcredit, Yonus Social Business (YSB) and pro-poor growth
across the globe.

Prof. Mohammad Yonus in his lecture explained the situation of
Bangladesh in the 70s, which was facing lot of poverty,
unemployment, disease, famine and mortality. Then he decided
to do something that will be helpful to the poor and identified
one malpractice which was the main culprit of the widespread
exploitation and persistent poverty i.e. loan distress. To address
this there is need for a banking system which is collateral free
and documentation free and hence he set up Bangladesh
Grameen Bank in 1983. The popularity of this non- conventional
banking system has created a buzz around the world. Prof. Yunus
expressed that the loan repayment is almost 100 percent in the
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Grameen Banks over the last 40 years. The Grameen Bank
prioritised the credit to the women as they are the one who had
hardest hit at the time of economic despair. As a result, almost 97
percent of the credit lenders of the Grameen Banks are women.
This model is successfully adopted in different parts of the world
including the USA.

At the end Prof Yonus raises some serious concerns about our
approach towards personal interests and profit maximization. He
also opined that the current economic system is the main culprit
of increasing global warming, mass unemployment and wealth
concentration. Thus, we have to act for creating 3 zeros which can
be understood through zero carbon emission, zero wealth
concentration, and zero unemployment. He has appealed the
participants more particularly young people to develop a 3 zero
club of 5 members. Then this chain will go on to create a new
civilization. Therefore, Prof. Yonus exhorted that before it
becomes too late we should make an attempt to escape the
failure of present human civilization. Thus, universities,
academicians and policy makers have to play a crucial role in
designing this new economic order where not only personal
interest matters but our collective interest also matters. He
concluded his speech by using his famous quotation “If you
Imagine someday it will happen if you do not imagine it will
never happen”.

The programme concluded with vote of thanks proposed by Prof.

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G20 Lecture Series: Experts from US delivers lecture on
Sustainable Development Goals at JMI
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The Department of Economics, Jamia Millia Islamia (JMI) as part of the G20 lecture series
organized special lectures on “Sustainable Development Goals-Goals 4 & 6 (Quality Education
and Water). Mr. David H Albert & Dr. David Blake Willis from the USA delivered the lectures.

Prof. Asheref Illiyan, Head, Department of Economics chaired the session and welcomed the
speakers and participants for the lecture. Prof. Bathula Srinivasu, Coordinator, Lecture Series
gave a brief introduction about the speakers.
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Mr. David H Albert, USA, Co-Founder Friendly Water for the World Project and recipient of
Jamnalal Bajaj Award 2021 for application of Gandhian ideas throughout the world, started his
speech by problematizing the term development and what it really contributes to the society.

Mr. Albert raised various concerns about Farmers Suicides in Maharashtra and some other states
and the condition of the borrowed families. Also he expressed his worry about high usage of
pesticides which is resulting in health issues. He emphasised the fundamental requirements of
clean air, water, food, education to people and expressed it as sustainable human rights. Citing
examples from personal experiences from the villages of various countries of Africa, he
explained the bad scenario of water scarcity. Women and children had to spend maximum time
travelling kilometres long to fetch water, even in the wee hours is making their difficulty to
extreme levels, he added. He also said the impact of climate change is adding more complication
to the worsening conditions. Further, he explained the success stories of their organization which
helped those villages to a larger extent in providing the sustainable human rights such as clean

water, food and education.

The second speaker Dr. David Blake Willis, Doctoral Faculty, School of Leadership Studies,
Fielding Graduate University, USA, citing his personal experiences from Japan, pushing the
concept of word '‘AMAE’, he explained rather than dependence or independence, the concept of
‘interdependence’ is going to make great change in all aspects. He expressed his concern that
today people are colonised by the cobwebs of modernisation and it is high time to decolonise the
thoughts and habits. In recent times, that huge sum of revenue is allocated for military
expenditure by countries; he juxtaposed the question of level of priority to the people and
resources.

Dr. Willis reiterated the need for more priority for education. He mentioned that the contribution
of India with regard to the present technology should not be forgotten. Further, he was of the
opinion that for each and everything we need not to depend upon western countries for the ideas
and innovations. Also he urged the participants to develop respect for nature, so the development

which can address humanity is possible.

The lecture was followed by discussion with queries and questions by participants. The event was
concluded with the vote of thanks proposed by Ms. Anam Firdaus of the Department.

Lecture on measuring pro-poor growth and inclusive development at Jamia

The Department of Economics, Jamia Millia Islamia (JMI) organised a Public Lecture
(online) by the renowned econometrician, an authority on inequality and poverty
studies and famously known for Kakwani Index, Prof. Nanak Kakwani on “Measuring and
defining pro-poor growth, inclusive growth and pro-poor development, inclusive

development ” on 24th March, 2023.

Prof. Kakwani delivered the lecture online from Australia. The programmes started with

the introductory address by Prof Asheref [lliyan, HoD Department of Economics, JMI.

He warmly welcomed the speaker and participants from India and abroad. He
highlighted the importance of the topic especially for developing countries like India.
Prof. Nanak Kakwani started his lecture by explaining the concept and definition of the

terms like Pro-poor, inclusive, growth and development.

The idea of propoor growth has its root during 1960s-70s in the form of trickle down
model. This model postulated that the growth or innovation will be beneficial more for
the already affluent and the benefits will trickle down to least affluent persons with

some time lag.

This contention had been challenged during the 1980s by the works of Dr. Montek Singh
Ahuliwalia and others where they emphasised the importance of growth distribution

and showcased that the benefits are not reaching the poorest section of society.
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Furthermore, Prof Nanak also mentioned the work of Prof. Amratya Sen and Prof. Jean
Dreze where they have highlighted the growth as fuel but growth distribution as an

engine for achieving the growth distribution through policy and programmes.

He also pointed out the dearth of studies for examining the growth of India in the lights
of pro-poor and inclusive growth and development. Further, he presented the
conceptual differences between pro-poor growth, pro-poor development, inclusive
growth and inclusive development. The inclusive growth considers the distribution
among all while the pro-poor growth considers the distribution of growth among the

poor rather than rich.

Based on the empirical data from India for the last 20 years Prof. Nanak concluded that
the growth of India is not pro-poor and not pro-poor development. He motivated the
researcher and scholars to work on these issues by also including the environmental

aspects while measuring the growth of GDP.

Thus, he has suggested a term pro-environmental growth and development for
analysing the growth prospects. The programs had audience from different
